In a nod to spring, Snow Gallery presents Eggshibiton: Hatched by Eight Chicks, featuring the work of eight 
women artists. The pieces explore the classic ovoid form and rich symbolism of the egg, which embodies layer 
upon layer of natural and cultural meanings. The work ranges from the simplest questions about chickens and 
eggs to the most complex notions of womanhood, sexuality, regeneration, renewal and family. The exhibit runs 
from March 14 – April 25 with an opening reception Saturday, March 14, from 6:00 – 9:00 p.m.

The artists, ranging in age from the early 20s to early 60s, bring diverse perspectives and experiences to their 
work. Included are mixed media, painting, ceramics, photography, paper sculpture, prints, and hand-blown 
eggshells. The artists – Gina Binkley, Laura Chenicek, Joan E. Cury, Paula Heaphy, Julia Chenicek Korn, 
Claudia Lee, Lesley Patterson-Marx and Nicole Pietrantoni – all share a common thread as present or former 
residents of Nashville.

Gina Binkley is a collagist who is interested in combining objects and imagery to re-create compositions. In 
her chicken series, she combines chicken portraits that she photographed, printed onto fabric and layered with 
pieces of found fabrics and vintage embroidery in order to create quilt-like works of art.

Laura Chenicek is a painter and mixed-media artist whose work comments on the presence of physical, 
emotional and psychological hurt that can exist within familial relationships. For this exhibit, she has created an 
interactive environment using thousands of eggs, entitled “Walking On Eggshells”. This piece addresses how 
people react to confrontation.

Joan E. Curry is a multi-media and ceramic artist whose small hand-built ceramic work emerges out of 
images ingrained during her Irish Catholic upbringing. These tiny pieces incorporate many symbols that recur 
in a variety of religions and represent the essence of faith and spirituality, rather than dogma and doctrine. 
The syncretistic forms, like many religious traditions across history and culture, question notions of religious 
authority, and whimsically celebrate the fertile contributions of both genders, championing Paganism, and 
resisting religious repression.

Paula Heaphy is an explorer of pattern and story in various textile 
media. Her “Family Table” piece was sewn together with fishing line in 
a random lace-like pattern of beads and hand-blown eggs. She finds 
the vulnerable eggshell to be a perfect medium to express all that 
resonates in the air of today’s fragile climate.

Julia Chenicek Korn is a photographer who explores issues of 
gender, sexuality and objectification in her artwork. For this exhibit, her 
work uses amassed pomegranate seeds nestled between mounds of 
pale skin to challenge mythology surrounding femininity, fertility and 
menstruation.

Papermaker Claudia Lee creates work with a direct connection to the seasons. Her raw materials are plants, 
cooked and beaten and formed into sheets of handmade papers. Her long-time interest in dwellings is explored 
in her “Containment” series of stitched boxes as well as her “Nesting” series.

Lesley Patterson-Marx’s mixed-media artist’s books, prints, and drawings speak of the cyclical nature of life 
and the interconnectedness of all living things. Her work for this exhibition includes an artist’s book entitled, 
“Egg Book,” which explores ideas of motherhood, the interdependence of mother and child as mirrored in our 
interdependence with the natural world, as well as the idea of the bird as a symbol of both an enduring soul 
and that which is mortal and destined to pass away.

Nicole Pietrantoni is a printmaker who incorporates traditional printmaking 
techniques with drawing, painting, and collage. From seeds and cells to weather 
systems and biological diagrams, Pietrantoni’s imagery is rooted in the observation 
of cycles in nature and the relationship between micro- and macro-systems. In 
this exhibition, she plays with diagrams of egg cells multiplying across a fertile 
landscape of clouds, seeds and flowers, creating lyrical works that hover between 
an abstract and fantastical space.
